Your Participant Center: Using the Social Networking Sharing Opportunity Links

You can use the Sharing Opportunity links that are displayed on several pages in your Participant Center to
quickly and easily post a comment on your favorite social networking sites about your Walk activity. The post
(or, tweet) will contain a link back to your Personal Page where your friends can pursue the activity (for
example, make a donation or join your fundraising team.)

Note: You do not have to be logged in to use a Sharing Opportunity.

Step 1. Open the Sharing Opportunity

Click the icon of the social site on which you want to post this Sharing Opportunity (for example, click n (the
Facebook icon) to post to your News Feed on your Facebook page.

Step 2. Enter Your Comment
Type in a phrase or statement about the Walk that lets your friends know about your activity and how they can
support you.
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Step 3. Post the Comment
Click Share.
If you:

e Previously linked the selected social account to your account on our site and are logged in (with either your social
site login or our site User Name and Password), the post will automatically be displayed on the appropriate area
of your social site page.

e Opened and logged into the social site in another tab of your web browser, the post will automatically be
displayed on the appropriate area of your social site page.

e Have not linked your accounts or logged into either account in your web browser session, a series of pop-ups
may display with prompts for information in order to log in and correctly post the comment on the appropriate area
of your social site page.

Here is an example of how it will display on Facebook.
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
